Please speak with your
children about the importance of being on time to school.
Help them with strategies that will make the morning routine
easier, such as putting out clothes and putting their completed
homework in their backpacksin the evening. It will aso help
them with their organizational skills. Being prompt shows
that they respect the teacher, their classmates and the impor-
tance of education. It will also help them in their studies; itis
not easy to “catch up” with the class if one has missed the
first few minutes.

The middle school students had awonderful time at their re-
treat. They participated in avariety of activities. water
sports, star gazing, and atrust walk just to name afew. There
was another group of youngsters from Y avneh Day School in
Cincinnati at Camp Livingston, too. While our students spent
most of their time together, they did get to do some activities
with students from the other school. Thank you to our par-
ents, teachers and especially Rabbi Nemetsky for making this
trip a success.
