Dear Hasten Hebrew Academy Community,

After the Coffee, I will be conducting 
a brief Volunteer Orientation.  

Our eighth graders completed their ISTEP testing this week.  
They worked hard!  Results should be available in early win-
ter.  In the spring, Stanford Tests will be given.  While No 
Child Left Behind has focused on standardized testing, it is 
important to remember that a test is only a snapshot in time 
of what a student can do.  Teachers will share many more 
snapshots with parents throughout the year.
